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A report from the mobility in Spain -Guadix 21.03-25.03.2022


On 20th March 2022, our Erasmus+ adventure began. On Sunday  morning it was time to start exploring Guadix with our teachers and schoolmates. It's a really quaint city full of interesting architecture and amazing places.
