PROJECT TITLE: Knowing our organic food 

INITIAL ASSESSMENT REPORT ON ICT, ENGLISH, ENTREPENEURSHIP AND ORGANIC FOOD SKILLS AND COMPETENCES 
In October 2020, Spanish students have been administered some questionnaires on ICT, English, Entrepeneurship and organic food so as to get to know what their initial skills on these subjects were like as well as their competences. These questionnaires were used as a tool to check their evolution and improvement in the above mentioned educational fields. 
The ICT questionnaire included 10 questions whose answers were analyzed and made us reach the conclusion that 54% had a medium-high level of knowledge on this field in opposition to the 46% who showed low level competences. 
The questionnaire on English skills consisted of 10 questions as well, which aimed at assessing our students’ competences on reading, writing, speaking and listening. This questionnaire showed that 48% of students who took part in the project had medium-low level of competences in listening and speaking, whereas 52% showed a medium-high level of competence on these two skills. Regarding the skills of reading and writing, the level of competence improved considerably as 60% reached a good level at both, 30% reached a medium level and 10% reached a low level. 
Considering the concept of entrepeneurship and organic food, the questionnaire our students were administered with included 15 questions. The results showed that 63% of students had a very poor knowledge in organic food whereas 37% showed medium level knowledge on this field. As for entrepeneurship competences, results showed that 19% of students had poor competences, 32% had medium level competences and 49% had good competences.
